Stryker has multiple print-stroke capability and an independent
print-start/print-finish setting that automatically activates and stops
printheads at the beginning and end of production runs.

The Stryker automatic screen printing machine features an all-new,
highly-sophisticated servo-drive index system that combines simplified
design with outstanding performance and reduced maintenance.
